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Introduction

Dengue fever, an aedine mosquito-
borne disease, commonly occurs
in tropical and subtropical regions.
In Hong Kong, hot summers are
accompanied by heavy rainfall,
providing favourable breeding
grounds for mosquitoes. Mosquito
breeding usually begins in the rainy
season and continues till the end
of the year. To prevent the
transmission of dengue fever, both
the management and staff of ports
are advised to keep the environment
clean against mosquito breeding.
